Fauntleroy Community Association does not
endorse candidates or issues. But many neighbor-
hood issues are political, and there is a current
political issue that is too important to Fauntleroy
not to mention in this newsletter: Passenger-only
Ferries and Water Taxis.

Please learn about the candidates for King
County Executive. Consider the information in their
brochures and on their Web sites. One candidate
for King County Executive supports passenger
boats on our waterways and the other does not.

How does that affect Fauntleroy? If the pas-
senger-only ferry from Vashon to downtown Seat-
tle ceases to operate, about 1,300 daily passen-
gers will look for other ways to commute. Some
will walk onto the Vashon-Fauntleroy ferry and
look for a bus at the end of our dock. Metro has no
funding for the extra busses needed to meet extra
passengers on three (or more) boats each morning
and return them to the dock in the afternoon.

Current passenger ferry riders are likely to hop
in their cars and drive onto the ferry to Fauntleroy.
In addition to increased traffic on the one-lane
Fauntleroy Way and Barton Street, new ferry traffic

will add hundreds of cars to the West Seattle
Bridge and congestion where Spokane Street
merges with I-5 and the Alaskan Way Viaduct.

In addition to the Vashon to Downtown pas-
senger ferry, learn about the candidates’ plans for
the Water Taxi that connects West Seattle to
Downtown. If eliminated, hundreds of daily com-
muters would drive their cars downtown, further
adding to congestion and pollution.

Again, the FCA does not endorse candidates
for office. The FCA does encourage neighbors to
research positions and know where candidates
stand on issues affecting traffic flow, safety and
property values in Fauntleroy.

Washington State Ferries’ (WSF) proposed
expansion of the Fauntleroy ferry dock was with-
drawn from the June 2009 Long Range Plan (LRP)
prior to submission to the Legislature. Although
there will be no foreseeable attempt to resubmit a
Fauntleroy ferry dock expansion plan, the capacity

In reviewing growth
projections of Kitsap
County’s increased passen-
ger traffic from 2009-2030,
increases of 23 percent on
the Vashon run and 41 per-
cent on the Southworth run
are projected.

The Fauntleroy terminal | «
does not have the capacity |
to handle this projected fu-
ture growth. WSF proposed changing the South-
worth route to go directly to downtown Seattle.
The proposed change was celebrated by many
Fauntleroy and West Seattle residents. Without
sufficient funding from the Legislature for more
vessels, the rerouting is years from reality.

Since its introduction in April
2007, the International Bacca-
laureate (IB) Diploma Program
at Chief Sealth High School has
grown each year. The program
enables high school juniors and
seniors to earn college credits
and a diploma recognized by
colleges and universities around
the world.

The IB Diploma Program
prepares students for university,
encouraging them to ask chal-
lenging questions, learn how to
learn, and develop a strong
sense of their own identity as
well as the ability to communi-
cate with and understand peo-
ple from other countries and
cultures.

Many on the school faculty
view IB as central to the experi-
ence of every student attending
Chief Sealth. The school contin-
ues to make the program avail-
able to all interested students.

Last school year (2008-
2009) was the first year that
seniors graduated with the 1B
diploma. In May 2009, 57 sen-

iors registered for 190 exams.
Of those, 14 students attempted
to earn the full diploma. Of the
14, five earned an IB diploma.

With the start of the current
school year, there are 84 stu-
dents in the senior class (2010)
who are on track to take one or
more of the examinations in
May 2010. Twelve students are
attempting the full diploma. In
addition, there are more than
100 juniors (class of 2011) who
are enrolled in one or more 1B
classes and approximately 25
are on track for the full diploma.

Sixteen dedicated Sealth
teachers share responsibility for
courses in 13 subjects. Their IB
training is thanks in great part to
the support of the IB Parent As-
sociation, which provided about
$20,000 for training.

In mid-July, the City of
Seattle installed three 3-
inch high speed humps,
also known as “Sleeping
Policemen”, on 47th Ave-
nue SW, between SW
Roxbury and 98™ Sw.
The installation occurred
14 years after Martin
Westerman and Sandy
Fukumoto contacted the
City Engineering Depart-
ment (now SDOT) about
“calming” the traffic
speeds on 47" Ave SW.

The two neighbors’ 14-year campaign included
tracking cars with radar during drive times, getting
SDOT to do a speed study (results clocked median
speed at 32 mph and highest speed at 57 mph),
asking neighbors to join with them in hand-
delivering “Please slow down” letters to 300 resi-
dents of 47™ Avenue, getting police to issue speed-
ing tickets, and changing
parking along 47" Ave.

These efforts culmi-

nated in an FCA-
sponsored community
meeting in 2002 that

brought the neighborhood
together to discuss traffic
concerns throughout

Fauntleroy. Speed humps
were the chosen option for
47" Avenue. When 83
percent of neighbors be-
tween Brace Point and

100" favored installment,
SDOT agreed to put them in
but did not actually install
them until July 2009. As of
September 2009, calming
effects along Fauntleroy
Way and 45™ are still works
in progress.

Last winter, after high-level
prodding, SDOT held a
neighborhood meeting at
Fauntleroy Church. Many
long-time 47" Ave. residents
asserted that they'd been
trying to get traffic slowed
down on 47" Avenue for 30 years. SDOT vacil-
lated for five months about installation before being
pressured into action by probing inquiries from the
West Seattle Blog, and continued pressure from
Mssrs. Westerman, Bob Callard, and others.

The three traffic calming devices have slowed
traffic on 47" Avenue to recommended speeds of
20-25 mph without impeding
emergency vehicles, and
increased safety for children
and walkers on the sidewalk
-free roadway. Ms. Fuku-
moto, whose family moved
away from the neighbor-
hood in 2008, celebrates in
absentia.
